The Anointing That Abides

"But theanointing which ye havereceived of Him abidesinyou, and YE NEED NOT THAT ANY
MAN TEACH YOU: but asthesame ANOINTING teachesyou of all things, and istruth, andisno
lie, and even asit has taught you, you shall abidein Him." 1 John 2:27.

Let usfirst note aword from our late friend Ray Prinzing:

"Therearethree different words used in The Word for anointing. The Hebrewword ‘ suk’ means: to
pour on. It speaks of howtheoil runsdown over the surface, excitesthe senses, but isquickly dissipated,
aswith Isradl, when weread, “ | anointed thee with ail,” (Ezek. 16:9), but it didn’'t last, a momentary
fragrance, sweet perfume, but they soon lost its glory and feeling and turned again to other gods.

"David was anointed by Samuel, and this was followed by all his wilderness training. It was to
sustain himfor the path he would be walking out in preparation for the kingship to come.

"Next, the Hebrew word ‘ mashach’ meaning: to smear. Now it doesn’t run right off again, nor isit
lost with a little shaking, for it is smeared on and clings to the being. When David was anointed the
second time, he was made king over Judah, but thiswas neither fullness nor perfection, for he said, “ |
amthis day weak, though anointed king,” (2 Samuel.3:39). There was more power than before, kingly
authority was manifested in part, but he had not yet arrived.

"Inhisthird anointing, (2 Sam. 5:3), David became king over all |srael. But between his second and
third anointing, weread, “ Therewasa long war between the house of Saul and the house of David: but
David waxed stronger and stronger, and the house of Saul waxed weaker and weaker,” (2 Sam. 3:1).

"The Greek gives us our third word for anointing, itis‘chrisma’ and means. TO RUB IN. Hereis
an anointing that penetratesto inmost core, so that it totally changestheinner nature. It will not run off,
nor be rubbed off, because being RUBBED IN, it becomes a part of theinner being. Yes, it abidesand
changes the inner being, we become spirit of His Spirit, “ Joined unto the Lord in one spirit.” (I Cor.
6:17)." — End quote.



With that understanding, could our text verse be true? Did the apostle really mean we do not have
aneed for any man or woman to teach us. Are we missing the mark to hear what the ministers of the
Good News Gospel haveto say? Was he honestly saying that it isonly the anointing within that teaches
us? If the answer to these questionsis* yes’ we might assume that John was telling us that there is no
need for ministers of any kind. If so, he would have been opposing Paul in regards to what he wrote
concerning the ministries of prophets, apostles, evangdlists, pastors, and teachers (Ephesians 4:10).

If there was no need of men and women to preach the Word of God, it is unlikely Paul would have
written: “...How shall they hear without a preacher? And how shall they preach, except they be
sent?" And"How beautiful arethefeet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings
of good things!” Romans 10:14-15.

Even so, after reading thisverse morethan 40 years ago, | took theletter of that verseas| understood
itin my carnal mind, thinking that | should withdraw myself from all fellowship and not receive from
anyone. | assumed that | should receive theword directly from the anointing, straight from the Spirit of
Christ that | had received in order for me to have a pure word to minister to others.

I, however, had not considered that regardless of how much the word | received from the anointing
which abided in me, those on our mailing list and the congregations we traveled to should not listen to
me. For they too would be as | supposed wasright for me. "...Ye need not that any man teach you: but
the anointing teaches you of all things."

Notwithstanding, after drawing away for hearing anyone in the body of Christ, and not having the
expected anointed word to cometo meas| had expected, and with no feeling of the presence of the Spirit
of Christ whatsoever for at least amonth, | realized that something was definitely wrong. That iswhen
the Spirit impressed upon me:

“ 1 do not givethewholetruth to anyone. Portionsarewithheld fromeach person. Thisisso they will
have to fellowship with one another in order to recelve a whol esome, healthy, balanced diet of My Word

that every joint supplies.

" Everyone who hasreceive My Spirit is enlightened to a degree concerning My mysteries. They all
have their part of the truth that the others may be lacking. They, therefore, must fellowship together in
order to receive a complete word, not just a partial word that each individual receives fromMe. If you
cannot receive from others, what makes you think your word to themwould be any better than theirsto
you? If youwill not hear fromothers, why should they hear fromyou? And whether you recelveany truth
fromreading the scriptures, reading books, or from hearing others speak—it is by My anointing in you
that quickens the word as you hear and learn.” That was quite an eye opener.

Y ou see, the problem does not reside in the hearing someone preach, teach, or prophesy, as| had
errantly taken John’ sword to mean. According to the scriptures, men arethe primary dispatchersof truth,
and very littlewould be heard without them. If He choosesto do so, God could divingly inspirethe souls
of every human being, and with one sweep of Hishand miraculoudy enlighten themto al truth and save
every one of them. That, however, isnot theway he usually works. He has saved peoplein thismanner,
| was one of them, but it isnot Hisgenera rule. Hefinds great pleasurein taking Histime, and working



through Christ’s body of many members. That is the primary means He usesto call His creation back
home.

Let us never for amoment think that we should cease from hearing others spesk. It isgood to give
your ear to al God's. Much life can be had in their words. Theissueis not in hearing others, but in not
hearing properly. Jesus mentioned thisin Luke 8:18, saying, " Take heed therefore how you hear."

All themembersof the body of Christ can speak either by theanointing of HisHoly Spirit or by their
own spirit, and regardless by which spirit it is spoken, those hearing the message can likewise hear by
the Holy Spirit or by their own spirit. If it is heard by the Holy anointing that abideswithin, it isthen by
that Spirit whichwill teach the hearersof theword. Although aman or woman presentstheword of truth,
it does nothing to anyone until the Spirit within quickensit and teachesthat person. If the Spirit does not
teach it, even if the person is speaking by the anointing, but the ones listening do not necessarily hear it
by that anointing. It could be meremental ascension. It would becarnal reasoning. This, of course, would
betheletter that kills. And we know that thereisno lifein theletter a one, never hasbeen, and never will
be. So let ustake heed, as Jesus warned, in how we hear. ( Luke 8:18) It isavery important issue. For
Instance, most people do not listen in order to understand; they listen to reply. Such are certainly not
hearing by the anointing.

Moreover, when people isolate themselves with hopes of escaping the influence and the doctrinal
pollution of men, they may beinfor asurprise. | amnot saying our Lord doesnot draw usaway and unto
Himself at various times, for He does. There are dso occasions when He may separate us from
fellowship, fromlistening to tapes, or reading anyone’ s publications, aspiritual fast, if you please. Many
today know by their own experiencesthisistrue, asit happened to usfor aperiod of 15 months. Some,
however, separate themselves from the body when it is not the Lord doing it at all.

When" on myown" | withdrew from any sort of hearingwhat othersinthebody of Christ had to say,
my intentions were good; but | was way off track, and | even had a scripture to back me, so | had
thought. This was one of my first and finest lessons in the dangers of building upon an unstable
foundation of apresumed truth. Other than having learned by my mistake, nothing was gained. | missed
the target by amile,

| suppose the first mistake | made was in not knowing that | was just as susceptible to error as the
men and women | felt | no longer needed to hear. My own mind had a cunning way of sewing adamic
thoughts, cherubim if you will, into the vell with those of Christ’s, that the stream of truth flowing
through my earth could become muddied as well as with anyone else. | was sadly surprised when the
small amount of word | had been receiving stopped atogether. If it had continued, | would have no doubt
brewed an apothecary’ s mixture. The very thing from which | tried to escape went with me into the
wilderness to where | had fled. Try as | may, it was impossible to outdistance myself. | could not get
away from my greatest and most deceptive enemy—myself.

Praise God, thisdeception lasted only amonth or two beforel knew what washappening. Sincel had
willingly severed mysdlf from hearing God’ s anointed men and women, God severed Hisword from me.
Oncel redlized wherethe responsibility lay—which wasin me and by the anointing of Christ—not only
was | ableto hear and receive from all the members of Christ’s Body, but that inner word began to flow
again. Itisnow atrue pleasure to hear the voice of my Father in every vessel of Hiswonderful body. It



Is good to know that those of His household are not useless utensils, but they al stand as vital partsin
my life. Each onewill help usall dong if we let them. They are not here to slow us down, but to speed
us up.

AreWe Gathered or Assembled?

Sinceit isclear that no one can be an idand unto themselves, that it is not just them aone with God
who will save the world, and gathering themselves together with nomina churches is not the answer
either. By doing so, they would most likely bring more division than union to the body of Christ. Intheir
sincere, but sincerely misguided venture, rather than assembling, they can be disassembling themselves
from Christ’s body. When they should be re-membering the body from whence they came, they are
forgetting and dis-memberingit. And please know that | am not suggesting that they should get involved
with ahomefellowship which can be no morethan amicrocosmof alarge church that issteeped inerror.
| am saying to recognize the body of Christ and its members and not to refuse being in union or having
true communion with them, and if there are none where you are, abide your time. Even when thereis
sllence in heaven, and you are physicaly aone, the half hour of undetermined time will pass.

Most of those who call themselves Christians do not know the difference between assembling
and gathering. The two words seemto be very much the same, but there is quite adifference. Oneis
unto life and the other unto death. Ray Prinzing aso wrote:

"*Thereisa path which nofowm knoweth, and whichthevulture’ seyehath not seen. Thelion’ swhelps
have not trodden it, nor the fierce lion passed by it' (Job 28:7-8).

"Thereis a path —it is a foreign highway to the vulture. A wulture is a bird that feeds upon dead
bodies. Matthew 24:23-28, makesit clear that fal se christsand false prophetswill arise, and peoplewill
besaying, go here, or gothere, to feed upon their ministry. If it were possiblethey would deceive the very
elect. But Jesus already warned us, 'GO NOT FORTH' and 'BELIEVE IT NOT.' Then He summed it up
with theilluminating fact, ‘for wheresoever the carcassis (dead bodies), therewill the eagles (the Greek
text reads, VULTURES) be gathered together.'

"The wultures gather to feed upon the flesh of all these ministries. Thereisno stronger indictment to
bemade. The offeringsaretaken, theemotionsareplayed upon, the soulishrealmisstirred, but theinner
spirit famishes for the want of FRESH MEAT OF HISWORD, a divine revelation application for our
NOW.

"But, there is a path, which the wultur€e' s eye hath not seen; it goes beyond the flesh, beyond the
corruption of man, beyond the kingdom-building programsof thecarnal. Itisour desireto ever walk this
ascending path, mounting up, growing into spiritual maturity, into the fullness of God, into that realm
of which Jesus prayed, 'Father, | will that they al so, whom Thou hast given Me, BE W TH ME WHERE
| AM: THAT THEY MAY BEHOLD MY GLORY, WHICH THOU HAST GIVEN ME' (John 17:24).

"It was not in the power of our own flesh and self-works to enter into the state of being whereit can be
said, ‘1 AM.” Only Christ can bring usinto this UNION with Himself, to become ONE IN HIM. Thereis
apath, it isfound in HIM WHO |S'The way, The Truth, and The Life' (John 14:6)." — End quote.

A good example of assembling unto lifeisthe 120 at Pentecost. They were led together and met in
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one accord. It wasthen that they werefilled with the Holy Spirit. We do not generally seethisin church
gatheringstoday. The Holy Spirit isrealy not the welcomed guest in some, and they are seldomin one
accord from on High. They may bein one accord concerning their church's agenda, doctrines, decrees,
picnics, and dogmas; but not being in one accord spiritually as on the day of Pentecost.

| do not believe | am wrong by saying that most church services are gatherings rather than
assamblies. Itisrarefor everyoneto bein oneaccord in the Spirit. For example, let uscompare the many
members of a congregation to an airplane that aso has many members, or parts. Each member of the
congregation and of the airplane servesits purpose that enables them to function efficiently. Paul said it
this way: “ From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint
supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body
unto the edifying of itself inlove.” Ephesians 4:16.

With the plane, we can have dl the parts of a new Boeing 747 gathered together in a pile on the
assembly line, but not yet assembled. Who of uswould think to hop on that pile of new parts and expect
to beflown to Timbuktu or anywhereelseintheworld. Even though thereare no partslacking, that heap
of plastic and metal would be more akin to a junk-pile than a jet airliner. It could not be flown
whatsoever. However, whenall thosepartsareproperly assembled andfilled withfuel (symbolically THE
SPIRIT), they arein one accord. It isthen that it would be possible to fly safely anywhere in the world.

Weall have bought giftsfor our children, and some of the boxesthey cameinwerefull of partswith
noticesthat read, " Some assembly required.” Well, dear gatherers, some assembly isrequired with you
aswell. We want to be portions of Christ’s manifested Body, thisis good; but before the members can
come forth and work, thereis more to it than being gathered together, we must be assembled.

Since there are no meetings of like-minded people in their area, some think that they cannot be
assembled with others. However, acollection of warm bodies are not necessary in order to be assemble.
Itisjust aspossiblewhen isolated, sometimes more so. Being in one accord (one mind, and spirit) isthe
crucia point, not the gathering of bodiestogether with mindsthat think on the samerdligiouslevel. Itis
not unusual for the brethren to be void of meetings of any kind; but this does not stop them from being
assembled.

Although they would choose to gather as an assembly on aregular basiswith like-minded-spiritual
believers, they still do well being without it. They are satisfied when it isknown that they fill their place
and station in Christ’s Body while doing or not doing exactly what their Father bids. They may be
physically detached from the Body, but they are spiritualy connected. They may not be gathered with
others, but they are assembled with them in Him.

Some may Sit Sunday after Sunday in chapels and churches of 20 or so members, a 100 or more, or
incathedralsof 5,000 plusand not beassembled. Frankly, it would beremarkabl eif they wereassembled.
They singintheir usua choirs, teach their yearly Sunday-school classesfor that week, preach firebrand
sermons, and still may not be assembled, only gathered. What a difference! Just being there does not
congtituteatrueassembly. Y et, we have often heard, “ For sake not the assembling of your sel vestogether
assomeare,” whichisgood advice. They, of course, talking about going to church once aweek, all the
while, they believethey are assembling themselvestogether by simply going to church. and assumethat
those who are truly are assembled are not, and are surely forsaking that word to do so.



Those who are active in their churches may fedl they are assembled, but this does not do it, aswe
have been seeing. Men and women can be full of "good works" but totally void of the assembled Spirit
and Godly works of Christ.

It is not uncommon to see people gather for specia meetings. Wherever arevival, a convention,
ingathering, or out-of-town guest is speaking, many are there to hear the anointed word of God. Very
often, however, after being filled, they go away without having digested what wasministered. Therewith,
they fail to put into practice or grow by that which was delivered. They are suspected of being gathered
rather than assembled. It isgood to attend these meetings, weloveto do so when we can; but the purpose
of coming together can be wrong. What isthe motive? Isit to enrich our livesand grow inthe Lord, or
simply to eat and get religioudly fat by not hearing by the anointing that teaches?

Bob Torango gave this analogy afew years ago about people who are hearers of the word only and
do not bring it to fruition, or manifestation. In essence he said:

"They are like the one-celled amoeba, which is of the simplest life form. Their entire lives revolve
around receiving but never giving. Never being full, they are on a relentless search of food, and more
food.

"Likethe amoeba, they flow through the cor porate Body of Christ, engulfing and consuming all they
can. They may be eating arich diet of theword, but they till may not be members of that body, and they
are not necessarily assembled init. Thereis moreto being a manifested son of God than consuming and
believing present-day truths (by man'sintellect). It iswonderful to believe God’ seternal truths. e have
heard, however, that demonsal so believe, but it doesthemno good. Jamesput it thisway: ' Thou believest
that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. But wilt thou know, O vain
man, that faith without worksis dead?" James 2:19-20.

The apostle did not say that the devilsbelieve and embrace God' struths, only that they believethere
isone God. Asfor that, we know people who believe many things that we know to be true; but they are
devilsin the flesh. They were never thought those words of truth by the anointing.

We are grateful to have the believing parts of the body gathered in fellowship and meetings, yet
without being assembled we can be lacking. When we are not assembled, we are not necessarily in one
accord, and if not, we will be unable to manifest the cohesive substance of Christ. In addition, Paul did
not say that creation was standing on tiptoelooking for a people with anew doctrine, or even the‘right’
doctrine. Thefact is, they could not care less about ablueprint of Christ’sbody, or detailed instructions
of how it is supposed to work. Don’t you think that they want to see it in operation, rather than having
the Owner’ s manual being read to them?

As profound as Jesus' words were about Hisimpending death, His resurrection, and the totality of
humanity’ sreconciliation to Him, they could not be compared to the actual eventsand grand fulfillment.
Likewise today, credation is not asking to be told about the appearing of the Sons of God. They are
anxioudly waiting to seeit! Manifestationistheir hopeof being delivered fromthebondageof corruption.
Great sermons and doctrines are not the answersto their death and decay.

It isgood to know what God has planned for His creation; but that for which theworld yearnsisthe
substance to which the plan points. They do not care about being hypothetically or doctrinaly
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saved—they want the redlity of savation, and that will be at the consummation of the assembling of
Christ’s body.

Creation groans to made free from the bondage of corruption and death. Humanity hungersfor their
portion from the banqueting table of the Life. They cannot be filled by others reading a cook book to
them, nor by reading the book themselves. People might drool over the pictures of succulent dishesin
Martha Stewart’ s cook book; but their appetites can not be sated until al the parts listed of the recipes
are properly assembled and salted with fire.

Peoplewant ataste of redlity. They are not looking for doctrinesand dogmas. Itisnot intheir interest
tohavetheir soulsexcited by thelatest revel ation or the strengthening and confirmationsof their religious
beliefs. Thereisagroan deep within humanity. Theworld iscrying out for deliverance. Subconsciousy
they arelooking to seethe Lord coming in His corporate body, the manifested sonsof God, if you please.

The world is anxious for something far greater than a superficia church and sermons about flying
away to heaven or the threats of everlasting damnation and hellfire for those who don't join their ranks
or lineup with their beliefs. They are weary of religious professions without possessions. They want
nothing to do with such fluff and nonsense. They want to seethe sons of God. They want to seethework
of God' s hands, the oneswho will sanctify His name and manifest Hisglory. Inturn they will seek after
God for themselves.

They will never, however, see the work of God in people who do not take heed in how they hear.
They who separate and seclude themsal ves from the body of Christ while saying: “ We need not that any
man teach us—we will hear directly from on high for ourselves,” will have little or nothing to offer
anyone. Those who are not assembled, only gathered as the many parts of their religion, will have no
functioning place with the eect of God in His Kingdom. They who are pulled away by their deceived
imaginations from the living body of Christ, along with those who are gathered in their churches, will
surely be found wanting.

On the other hand, if you are hearing the voice of our Father, you are learning as you abide in that
place to which you have been called. Many have heard Him saying to come out of mystery Babylon, the
mother of harlots, and they did. As it had been with them, likewise with you. When you leave the
confines of man's churches, you will be joined to the Lord’'s body. Whether you find yourselvesin a
crowd or aloneinthedesert or not, be sureto know—you are God' sworkmanship, and Hewill placeyou
in the Body where you fit perfectly. 1 Corinthians 12:18. Furthermore, you will remain there for the
appointed time, but not forgotten, and neither will you beguilty of forsaking theassembling of yourselves
together. You will be assembled with those who will come forth as the manifested Sons of God, the
glorious presence and expression of Him on this planet!

"But will God indeed dwell on the earth? Behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain
Him. How much lessthistemplewhich | have built!" 1 Kings8:27. Since King Solomon could not build
ahouse that could contain God, then do we think that we can build onein which Hewould liketo live?
| think not! But in His assembled body, He is more than pleased to dwell throughout the ages, whichis
inyou and me and al the others! And thisisnot the fulness of Him, only asmall part of Hisgrand plan
He hasfor His Kingdom.

This is a tremendous day wherewith the mysteries are being taught by the anointing. They are
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impossible to describe in human terms; but they will be glorioudy displayed by the sons of God for the
whole world to see and then become partakers of that glory! What a much greater teacher, that of the
anointing, rather than of man's alone whose days are numbered and coming to a an end!

Dear Brethren, churchesand ministrieswill cease, and perhapswith agreat noise. Even God'scalled
onesto battle ready duty will end. Asan example, | had acalling to becomeasoldier inthe United States
Army. After 3 years and 4 months of serving as my Company C's M-60 turret mechanic and the Tank
Commander of my M88V TR, it ended when | washonorably discharged with therank of Specialist 5t
Class. Evenif | had madethearmy acarrier, after 20 yearsor so, it would have ended aswell. Even the
ministries of the ordained of God will end, not just the self-willed, manmade ones.

Therefore, look up dear anointed ones of the Lord. We are being assembled like the membersin the
valley of dry bones: After he prophesied the anointed words from God, there was a rattling noise from
all acrossthe valley, and a great assembly began to take place. The bones of each body came together
and attached to each other asthey oncewer e. Thenthe musclesand flesh formed over thebones, and skin
covered them; and they laid there with no breath (and in silence, perhaps for the space of half an hour).
He then prophesied again the word of the Lord God saying: Come from the four winds, O Breath, O
Soirit, and breathe upon these dead bodies, that they may live again. And as he had commanded the
bodies began to breath; they lived and stood up—a very great army! Ezekiel 37:1-14 (Paraphrased).

Y ou see, aslong asthose bones were only gathered inthe valley, there was no body or lifein them.
They had nothing to give; but once assembled—they became amany membered army; such as, the many
membered body of the manifested Sons of God that Paul wrote about in Romans 8: 19!

So gather in churches houses if you will. It could be either good, bad, or indifferent, depending on
each gathering and the spirit of the people; but never again think that "going to church” is assembling
yourselvestogether, even thoughit can be. And neither think that those outside the camp of churchesare
forsaking the assembling of themselves together.

Therefore, whether you are inside or outside of steeple houses:
"TAKE HEED TO HOW YOU HEAR!!!
